TBA Hours – All ELAC dance discipline student performers must be enrolled in one of these courses to be eligible for participation in an ELAC Dance Discipline Spring production.  Dancers will be required to attend 3 – 6 hours of rehearsal each week, depending on which class you are enrolled in. 
Course Description/Objectives:

These courses provide students with practical experience in dance production/rehearsal performance techniques/ and ELAC dance discipline events and dance company events.  Through discussion and movement the course emphasizes the development of choreographic skills, dance production techniques, and performance skills. The choreography and production techniques studied in the class will be for but are not limited to jazz, ballet, modern, hip-hop, Tap, or lyrical dance techniques.  Students will have an opportunity to learn, organize and create events, and/or perform or assist in a professional concert. 
Student Learning Outcomes:  At the completion of this course the student will demonstrate the skill and/or knowledge of:

· Production protocol 

· Performance time management skills

· Event organization 

· Concert/event etiquette
